Desiccator

A desiccator is a chamber or box that is used to store the
hygroscopic materials. A traditional desiccator is a glass bowl
and lid, each with thick glass rims that permit a seal when
greased (Figure 1.6). Desiccant (a hygroscopic chemical that
absorbs water out of the air) is placed beneath the perforated
ceramic disk. If the compound is hygroscopic then it is always
suggested to keep it in desiccator on the disk. Some common

desiccants are CaSQOy, silica gel, MgSQO4, and P20s.
